Dr. Laurence J. Peter’s “Peter Principle” 
states that successful members of a 
hierarchical organization are eventually 
promoted to their highest level of 
competence, after which further 
promotion raises them to a level 
just beyond their highest level of 
competence. 

This typically occurs because educated 
workers are required to leave their area 
of expertise and become managers and 
leaders. Nurses become nurse leaders. 
Teachers become educational leaders. 
Accountants become accounting 
leaders, and so forth. 

Unfortunately, the skills learned at work 
and in one’s functional area are often 
not the skills needed to lead others. The 
vast majority of our students remain 
in their profession, but move higher in 
their professional fields as a result of the 
leadership, critical thinking, strategy and 
research skills they have developed in 
our program. 

Admission 
Students are admitted to begin their 
programs of study three times each year: 
Fall, Spring and Summer. 

Applicants submit a battery of materials 
including: 
• GRE, GMAT or MAT scores and official 	
	 graduate and undergraduate 		
	 transcripts from all previous colleges 	
	 and universities attended. 
• At least two letters of professional
	 recommendation regarding the 
	 applicant’s leadership qualities and 	
	 potential for graduate work. 
• A complete resume, detailing 		
	 professional work experience. 
• A personal statement of three to 		
	 five, double-spaced pages describing 	
	 long-range professional and scholarly 	
	 interests.  

THE UNIVERSITY
Our Lady of the Lake University (OLLU), 
founded in 1895 by the Congregation 
of Divine Providence, is a coeducational 
liberal arts institution with an enrollment 
of approximately 2,700 students.
