OLLU’s English Department faculty includes
nine full-time professors who bring literary
expertise from a variety of areas. Full-time
faculty members are complimented by
visiting writers, guest lecturers and OLLU’s
Writer in Residence Sandra Cisneros.

Leading the concentration areas are:

« Leah Larson, PhD, the graduate program
director, guides and advises students as
they pursue graduate studies in English
at OLLU. Among the graduate classes Dr.
Larson has taught at OLLU are Reading
Medieval Women, Arthurian Literature,
Dark Romanticism, The 19th Century British
Novel, Chaucer, Postmodernism, and Jane
Austen.

« Nan Cuba, MFA, assistant professor of
English, teaches the graduate writing
courses, including the graduate writing
workshops. Her short stories, poems and
reviews have been published in journals,
including: Quarterly West, Columbia and
the Harvard Review. Nan founded and is
Executive Director Emeritus of Gemini Ink, a
nonprofit literary center in San Antonio.

- Antoinette Winstead, MFA, professor and
chair of the Communication Arts Program,
teaches screenwriting, film and media
courses. She has written four screenplays,
nine plays, several short stories and poems,
and book reviews. Her primary interests
are writing and film, but she also enjoys
theater, having directed 13 plays, most
recently Fences and A Raisin in the Sun, for
which she received a 2006 Alamo Theatre
Arts Council Excellence for Directing Award.

ADMISSION APPLICATION
REQUIREMENTS

- Official transcripts from all regionally
accredited institutions previously attended.

« A grade point average of 3.00 in the major
field of study and a 2.50 overall average. If
the applicant has not majored in English
or Communication Arts, a GPA of 3.00 in
the last 60 hours of undergraduate work is
required.

« Two letters of recommendation attesting
to the applicant’s potential for success in a
master’s level English program.

-« Submission of satisfactory scores on the
Graduate Record Examination (GRE) or the
Miller Analogies Test (MAT) taken within the
last five years.

« At least 18 hours of advanced course work
in English and/or Communication Arts.
Students who earn a minor in English at
OLLU and earn a 3.0 GPA or above in at least
12 advanced English hours are also eligible.

(OLLU), founded in 1895 by

the Congregation of Divine
Providence, is a coeducational
liberal arts institution with an
enrollment of approximately
2,700 students. A multi-campus,
regional university, OLLU has
campuses in San Antonio and
Houston.
