Concentrations:
Counseling Psychology, Marriage and Family Therapy, School Psychology

Our Lady of the Lake University offers a Master of Science degree in psychology with concentrations 
in counseling psychology, marriage and family therapy and school psychology.

Each concentration emphasizes clinical training and is designed to meet the educational  
requirements for professional licensure in the state of Texas. The counseling psychology and marriage 
and family therapy  concentrations focus on the theory and practice of brief, systemic, postmodern 
approaches to psychotherapy. The school psychology concentration focuses on the development 
of skills in assessment, consultation, counseling and intervention. Graduates of this program often 
provide mental health services in community agencies, health facilities, schools and private practice.

counseling psychology concentration
The counseling psychology concentration prepares clinicians to deal with individuals’ problems 
from a variety of theoretical approaches. The program meets the academic requirements for licensure as a 
Psychological Associate through the Texas State Board of Examiners of Psychologists and for licensure as a 
Professional Counselor through the Texas State Board of Examiners of Professional Counselors.



MARRIAGE AND FAMILY 
THERAPY CONCENTRATION
The marriage and family therapy 
concentration prepares practitioners to deal 
with problems in the marital and family 
context, as well as in the larger social system. 
This program qualifies the student to become 
an associate member of the American 
Association for Marriage and Family Therapy 
and meets the academic requirements for 
licensure as a Marriage and Family Therapist 
through the Texas State Board of Examiners 
of Marriage and Family Therapists, licensure 
as a Professional Counselor through the Texas 
State Board of Examiners of Professional 
Counselors, and licensure as a Psychological 
Associate by the Texas State Board of 
Examiners of Psychologists.

Marriage and Family 
Therapy PRACTICUM
Marriage and family therapy students take 
four semesters of practicum, which consist 
of intensive training in the University’s 
Community Counseling Service (CCS) and off-
campus sites such as schools and community 
agencies. In the CCS practicum, students 
participate on treatment teams under 
the supervision of licensed professionals. 
Students work with individuals and families 
to resolve a wide range of problems and 
use video recording and live supervision to 
enhance feedback. Students placed in off-
campus practicum sites are supervised both 
by OLLU faculty and qualified professionals 
from their practicum sites to meet state 
practicum requirements.

SCHOOL PSYCHOLOGY 
CONCENTRATION
The school psychology program prepares 
practitioners to provide a variety of services 
including assessment, counseling, crisis 
management, and intervention to children 
and adolescents. Practitioners consult 
with parents, school personnel and other 
community professionals in collaborative 
systems to serve children. This program 
meets the academic requirements for 
licensure as a Licensed Specialist in School 
Psychology (LSSP) through the Texas State 
Board of Examiners of Psychologists.

THE UNIVERSITY

Our Lady of the Lake University 
(OLLU), founded in 1895 by the 
Congregation of Divine Providence, is 
a coeducational liberal arts institution 
with an enrollment of approximately 
2,700 students.  

The University offers 33 undergraduate 
degree programs, 14 master’s degree 
programs and two doctoral degree 
programs. Academic degree programs 
are offered through the College of 
Arts and Sciences, the School of 
Business and Leadership, the School of 
Professional Studies and the Worden 
School of Social Service.

Practicum 
School psychology students take 
one semester of part-time practicum 
and two semesters of full-time 
internship, which consist of site-
based field training in an educational 
setting or a child service center. 
Students participate in the various 
professional activities assigned to 
school psychology practitioners 
under the direction and supervision 
of qualified, on-site licensed 
professionals. Activities center around 
skill application working directly with 
children, adolescents, parents and 
various school personnel. Placements 
are arranged and coordinated by 
school psychology faculty to provide 
experiences that meet state practicum 
and internship requirements.
