Assurance Management 
and Leadership

Students in Our Lady of the Lake
University’s Information Systems and
Security degree programs have
access to the University’s Center for 
Information Assurance Management and 
Leadership. Formed in 2004, the center 
serves as a central resource on information 
assurance and security policy for students 
and the community. 

Working with the center, OLLU graduate 
students helped pioneer voter security 
research. The students examined the 
accuracy of three Texas counties electronic 
voting machines during the November 
2006 elections. This research led to policy 
development for the state of Texas. The pilot 
project was the first of its kind in Texas.
